TO SPACE STATION ASTRONAUT

Friday evening on March $saw the gathering of Briar Hill
primary school students, siblings and parents,galaith other
interested dignitaries and others. In all thereaweore than
100 people present to witness the amateur radi@mcon
between Astronaut Bill McArthur and teacher Nataliél with
her 22 students.

Don Haslam, VK3KDT, has been the prime mover ndy éor
this project, but also for gaining a permanent NER@e from
the local council, which in turn sparked our invarvent in
ARISS and the local community. Don has workedésgly on
these projects and deserves our greatest gratitude!

Don’s full report below explains just how the wholeRISS
event evolved:

Just how does a radio club get involved in paréitiig in the
Amateur Radio on the International Space Statieg@mme?
Well in our case it was initiated by one of ourdbBanyule
City Councillors, Jenny Mulholland.  Our clubetNorth East
Radio Group (the NERG) had the use of facilitieswatlocal
Army barracks until the tragedy of September 1tgrafihich
upgraded security at the barracks restricted aiviéntry to the
base, leaving us with no permanent home.

Our approach to council for help was heeded byyamo saw
the possibility of an Amateur Radio club providimgich
needed alternative interests for youth in the comtyuso with
her help the NERG was provided with the permansataf an
excellent hall in an ideal hill top location. decompense the
NERG was asked to work with local youth including tocal
schools, with ARISS being #1 priority. To havedrHill
Primary School students involved in ARISS becamelanous
and well deserved choice as this School provideditis
temporary accommodation and had a very open aratibro
approach to their student’s education, stemming fitee
school principal Ross Dudgeon and staff member|Nat¥ill.

The NERG approached our Australian ARISS Coordinato
Tony Hutchison VK5ZAI about June 2005 seeking
participation in the ARISS programme. We could believe
our good fortune when a contact with the 1SS wéesred for
early March - we had anticipated a much longer.wBi¢spite
the early notification and short preparation petioel expert
guidance from our mentor Tony VK5ZAIl made prepanadi
run smoothly. In fact the contact created quitkal of
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interest and was reported in depth in our localspapers. It
even made it onto the front cover complete withtptom one
occasion.

Then the news of a delay by a couple of weeks fiorcontact
came. This as it turned out was to our benefit@afiad more
time to complete school projects and to generatipare. We
did not expect any more media attention as Melbauvar
capital city, only 20 odd kilometres away was ia thidst of
hosting the Commonwealth Games. But to our sue@isl
through the hard work of our Publicity Officer Jokant
VK3BIZ, Natalie Will the Briar Hill Teacher in chge of the
event was interviewed on national news radio with t
interview being replayed on several. This was fedid by
another radio interview on a local community rastation.
Both interviews are a credit to Natalie and gaJv@ support to
the ARISS teams efforts.

The time had come for Tony to advise us of thecreeduled
contact. It was to be on Friday March'3it 8.02 pm local
time - not our first choice but as it turned otitvas the best
option. With the date set, final preparationsensst in
motion. Tony shipped to the NERG a very sturdyebatge
unit for us to use and Natalie rehearsed the qurestiith the
students along with assistance from NERG PresiGead
Williams VK3VT and NERG Secretary John Weir VK3ZRV.
The children's excitement was obvious; we had 28qgjzants,
all armed with questions for astronaut Bill McArthu

The NERG received the Telebridge and carried oudrsé
trials of the equipment to ensure all was in reaskin With no
problems and good planning this was going to beaay laid
back affair, all preparations and checks done eastlnis.

The allowable contact time was at maximum of oniyiButes
as Tony who was providing the radio link had oriydegrees
of elevation on this pass. Pupils were warnedhefshort
contact and accepted that only half of them mighable to ask
their question.

6:00pm Friday March 31: The NERG crew and other
Amateurs arrive at Briar Hill Primary school andrssetting
up the Telebridge, PA system and video equipmarfinal
phone in from a mobile to test the Telebridge warsied out
and all was well with the PA system and recordiagrg We
are confident all the audience will hear the contag worries!

Finally at about 6 minutes prior to the scheduledtact time
we are able to obtain enough audio to be heatoeimdom -
not the best, but sufficient to avert disaster.

7.55pmapprox. The formal contact begins with the ARISS
ground crew and to our relief the audio improvéghsly. The
room quietens and all listen intently to what isngespoken.

8.02pm: Right on cue Tony VK5ZAI calls up NA1SS aboard
the ISS and a great sigh of relief is heard byasdembled in
the hall - Bill NAL1SS can be heard loud and clear!

After a very brief introduction from Tony we are apd away,
Sam leading off with the first question. Bill'gphg was
immediate and clearly audible.

The each student asked their question in turniatehkd to
Bill's reply, and to our amazement and gratitudBitts

timing, we actually managed to have all 22 questiasked and
answered.

8.12pm: Acknowledgements were made to all in the ARISS
team and especially Tony for yet once again progdin
excellent contact. A huge round of applause tliltsroom and
thankyous are offered to all who made it possible.

8.20pm: The night culminates with John VK3ZRYV presenting
a very nice "Certificate of Participation" to egulpil as a
memento of their special night. A light suppetdaled, with
lots of chatter between the still excited childesr adults.

ISS DOWNLINK FREQUENCY

From PY4MAB — March 27, 2006, ISS Amateur Radio

Recently we had the wonderful "SuitSat" project gmirred the
interest of many young minds. The frequency of.286 MHz is in
the satellite sub-band (145.800-146.000 MHz) ofeé2ras as
indicated by the ARRL (and the WIA) in their well pigized band
plan. Many interlopers find their way into thisrmally clear portion
of 2 meters unknowingly, causing headaches to ttiagevere
straining to hear SuitSat. Even using nearby feegies can cause
problems when the super ears are listening fobittis. Also,
145.800 MHz the ISS downlink, is in this same sahdand is being
used in many metro areas for chit-chat and othgegmxents.

We must remind each other that the band plan wamplace to
assist us in utilizing the spectrum effectivelyho$e that just hear
nothing and start a QSO should be reminded aboutwide their
signal is and that they can cause unintentionatfietence to other
hams trying to make contact with the satelliteber® may not be a
satellite signal every minute of the day in thage lsands but when
there is, terrestrial stations won't always heanthunless they have
big ears like someone with an OSCAR calibre setup.

Point these sub bands out to all at your next olekting.
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Bill McArthur KC5ACR/ NALSS now holds the record ag timost
active amateur aboard ISS, with more than 1755actéto date. He
also earned his DXCC, Worked All Countries (on VHF &hdF) and
Worked All States (of US) awards from space. Obsig location
helps!

Expedition 12 sets another record, having perforB&ARISS
school contacts — more than any previous missRith.has done 35
and Valery has done 1. There are a couple moracisrto make
before leaving ISS, making a total of 235 ARISS sthlontacts to
date.

The card is in transit but hatdarrived at the
ARRL as of March 30. Once this card arrives, ARRL canify that
Bill worked all 50 states and will begin the paparkito award an
honorary WAS (Worked All States) certificate.

- DISAPPEARING RADIO TOWER

it flashing red aircraft warning light, two largearowave dishes
pointing West, and what looked like a low band terawave antenna
(it may have even been HF — hard to judge wherthtis high up!).
Apparently the full sized tower was too much ofsk to helicopters
and was taller than required by the newer techryolog

In latter years it supported a very insignificazdKking dish and not
much else (possibly a little over designed forghepose!).

Panasonic’s Integrated Digital flat screen TV, guzed in Penrith,
Sydney, until the factory closed last month.

The Panasonic AVC Network’s factory in Penrith, Sggnvas an
international standard facility, capable of designideveloping,
tooling, and manufacturing televisions from barewit boards to
finished units. With a 30-year history, and empigyover 160
people, the plant produced TV sets for both Auistnadnd New
Zealand markets, including flat screen and integraligital TV
models, and digital set-top boxes. The plant pcedul30,000
televisions per year at its peak during the 90's.

It is the Government’s view that technical triafd@ital radio
technologies including DRM need to be undertaken to
determine which technologies or combination of textbgies
will best serve people living in regional and reen8ustralia.
DRM is better suited than most other digital raigichnologies
at covering wide areas due to its ability to useNtF Band.

ACMA DIGITAL RADIO TRIAL REPORTS

ACMA has already been provided with some very usefu
information and data as a result of some curragitadiradio
trials in both Sydney and Melbourne. In Sydney, Gartial
Radio Australia has conducted an investigation fihéo
comparative signal strength inside and outsidecéfit types
of buildings. Two key findings are that brick andad
dwellings have the lowest signal losses while sirgppentres
have the highest. Also, apparently, there is ldtféerence
between L band and VHF band Il penetration foelséad
concrete structures. This kind of empirical datmisluable if
ACMA is to add value to long running discussionsuithe
respective merits and use of L band and VHF balrfoil
Eureka coverage.

In Melbourne, Broadcast Australia is currentlyltigy the
Eureka 147 system and wants to trial a system jiazating
AAC+ coding and its variants. The use of AAC+ caflis of
particular relevance to Australia, given that teernment has
indicated it will give radio broadcasters 128 kitstper second
for Eureka 147. Currently with 128 kbps, Eureka t4m
deliver FM-like quality. If the AAC or its variaithe AAC+
codec is used for Eureka 147, the implication & tiear-CD
quality could be achieved with around 64 kbps. Théans
broadcasters would obtain at least equivalent litefnefn 128
kbps as they current obtain from over 200 kbps.

BSP - BROADBAND OVER SEWER PIPE

In yet another breakthrough for delivering broadbanternet to the
home, which started with phone lines, then powerdj and most
recently gas pipes, another medium has just bessotred.

Traditional methods for delivering internet sergi@e good at
delivering high speed data to the home, but arerimutsly slow at
uploading data back to the internet.

Engineers looking for a means of feeding data éthe@house more
quickly realised that sewer pipes are the onlyiserthat leaves a
premises, and were worth considering as a highdspige out to the
internet.
