DÈJÁ VU – RECENT MEETINGS 
Last month’s guest speaker, Arie Groen VK3AMZ, gave us a 
great insight to the workings of Air Services Australia and the 
services they provide to air traffic across the region. 
Thanks Arie for a most informative and interesting session! 

There were a few surprises - for instance did you know that the 
Sydney-Melbourne route is one of the busiest in the world? 
From Arie’s description of the navigation and communications 
facilities, everything has a backup, and the backup has it’s own  
backup.  Sometimes there is duplication of equipment, while in 
other cases there are quite different methods used to achieve the 
same goal.  For instance aircraft can be tracked using short 
range radar, radar transponders, ADS-B (Automatic Dependent 
Surveillance Broadcast), or even by asking the pilot over the 
radio for a position report. 

While AM is still the preferred modulation mode for VHF 
voice communications to aircraft, much of the infrastructure 
connecting remote radio sites, navigational aids, air traffic 
control centres and so forth is moving to digital bearer systems, 
often over satellite links and fibre optic cables (with more 
backups!).  Digital has the advantage that you can pipe 
anything through it – voice, telephones, radar images and stuff 
that is yet to be invented. More at: airservicesaustralia.com.au

HAVE YOU LICENSED YOUR 
SUBMARINE CABLE? 

The ACMA made the unusual announcement last month that carriers intending 
to install new submarine cables in Australian waters must now apply to the 
ACMA for a permit to do so.  Procedures are now in place to issue permits to 
carriers wishing to install cables between Australia and other countries. 

It seems odd that such procedures have not existed until now - virtually every 
other form of international communications and transport has requires some 
sort of license or permit for centuries! 

Submarine cables carry about 99 per cent of Australia’s international voice and 
data traffic, leaving the remaining 1 percent to satellite and HF radio links.

KNOW YOUR (BAND) LIMITS 
A number of incidents have been observed of Standard and a few 
Foundation licensees operating within the 80m DX Window of 
3776-3800MHz.  This is contrary to the Licence Condition 
Determinations for both the Standard and Foundation licences, which 
are only permitted to use the segment 3500-3700MHz.  

Reference can be made to the ACMA website which shows that 
neither the Standard nor Foundation Licence have access to the 80m 
DX Window. 

On the 2m band, operation in the 145.800 - 146.000MHz range is for 
satellite operations only.  This is because there are Mode J satellites 
that use this frequency range as their input or uplink, with the 
downlink in the 70cm satellite sub-band.  

Simplex QSO's within the satellite segment can unknowingly cause 
difficulties to genuine satellite operation over a wide area.

NO INCREASE IN POWER LEVELS 
The ACMA has now advised the WIA that it has reconsidered their 
request to raise power levels, but has not changed its mind, and will 
not change the power limits for either Standard or Advanced licences.  
The limits remain as they now exist, effectively 100 and 400 watts 
PEP for sideband, and 30 and 120 watts respectively for other modes. 

The ACMA has concerns about the potential for increased EMR and 
increased interference resulting from what would be an effective 
increase in transmitter power output for some emission modes. 

The ACMA has indicated that it will permit a transmitter output 
power of 10 Watts pep for all emission modes permitted under the 
Foundation licence in the next amendment to the license conditions.

The famous 1952 Radiotron Designers 
Handbook 4th Edition is now available for 
download from the Internet. It has become 
available on the Internet because the copyright 
on this and many other books have expired. 

So why would you want an old valve handbook 
that doesn’t even mention transistors or 
computers?  For a start it covers all the basics 
that haven’t changed, like basic theory, passive 
circuits, aerials, propagation, and a good deal 
else.  It’s also a great reference if you find 

yourself fixing radio equipment built before the 1980’s (or for that 
matter a linear amplifier built in 2006!).  

Rather than downloading the whole handbook at once, you can 
download the table of contents first and then open chapters of interest 
by clicking on the subjects you are interested in. 

SOVIET TECHNOLOGY LIVES ON 
Thermionic Devices (Valves or Tubes to amateurs!) gave electronics 
its big start way back in the 1880’s.  Despite their great success, they 
eventually lost favour, mainly due to their large size, high power 
consumption, and their fragile nature. However that didn’t stop the 
Soviet Union from continuing development of valves well after the 
western world lost interest and had moved on to semiconductors. 

During this era the Soviets developed some very interesting valves.  
One such device came into my hands recently when NERG member 
Gerhard VK3EWM returned from an overseas trip to Europe. 
This valve is a fine example of Soviet technology from the 1970’s.  
It’s a miniature valve labelled 1Ж24Б, which translates variously to 
1SH24B, 1J24B, or 1Zh24B.  It measures only 8.5mm diameter by 
42mm long, with wire leads extending out each end. 

 
The 1Ж24Б pentode – actual size! 

This particular valve is a pentode with a filament that runs from only 
1.2Volts (and at only 15 milliwatts!) and anode voltages down to 12 
Volts, making it ideal for portable battery powered equipment. 

This valve was used in the instrumentation panels of the famous high 
performance Russian fighter jet, the "MIG-29", first flown in 1977.

Similar sized valves were used in very early hearing aids however the 
internal construction of this valve is unlike anything I have seen 
before.  All of the electrodes consist only of straight wire rods – none 
of the usual cylindrical plates, or mesh like grids found in 
conventional valves!  This construction technique makes for a very 
rugged component – indeed there are rumours these valves were used 
in the electronic proximity fuzzes of artillery shells and are able to 
survive a blow of 500 G’s or more! 

These days it is not unusual to find miniature Russian valves for sale 
for less than a couple of dollars each.      73, Mark, vk3byy

CIRCUIT-SUDOKU

crosswords in most daily newspapers.  Cir-Doku is my adaptation of 
Sudoku for radio and electronics enthusiasts, using circuit symbols 
instead of numbers. 

Sudoku puzzles, originally based on Latin Squares, typically uses a 
grid of 9x9 squares, broken into 9 sub-squares of 3x3 squares each. 
A good puzzle has only one solution. 
The aim is to fill in the spaces so that every column, every row, and 
every sub-square each contain all nine unique symbols (i.e. each 
symbol may only appear once in each column, in each row, and in 
each sub-square.  For some clues on solving these puzzles, look up
