UNDER 16’S GO SOLO

Until recently ACMA has been imposing a conditionadjuirement
for licensees under the age of 16 to only openaigt@ur equipment
under the supervision of a licensed amateur ovenge of 16.

The WIA immediately objected to the condition, aglsiag a number
of reasons including the fact that the conditiors weconsistent with
the whole object of the Foundation licence anditaal contradiction
of the "Outcomes" paper, where it was saidas decided not to
introduce an age limit for operating under the Fdation licensing
option It is not a condition of the class licence cavgiCB
equipment and so discriminated against amateurdiss who were
trained in the relevant safety aspects.

As more licences were issued with the conditionenpeople
became aware of it and expressed their concetretdiA.

Alan Jordan of ACMA has now advised the WIA asdal$: "l refer
to representations from the Wireless Institute a$t#alia about the
imposition of a licence condition requiring the oftéon of Amateur
stations by licensees less than 16 years of age supervised by a
licensed Amateur over the age of 16.

This requirement has been reviewed and | am ple@sadvise that
the condition will not be applied from this datédnoBe licences
already subject to that particular condition wil keissued in the
near future.

Amateur licences will, on application, be issuedmny person who
demonstrates at examination that he or she possdsseecessary
knowledge and skills."

The WIA welcomes ACMA's decision.

The RD iways held
close to 15 August, the date on which hostilitieased in the
southwest Pacific area.

The overall winner is now based on the number gs lo
submitted by each state, regardless of individoales. It is
critical that all amateurs in your state, runnimything from
a handheld to the largest DX station, submit thagjs!

Some of the rule changes are:

- Overall winning state determined by number oflegnt in.
- Bonus Points for Distance on HF has been removed.

- Double points for contacts between lam-6am LO@Ale.

- RST numbers need not be exchanged unless redueste

(however a serial number starting from 001 is esa@n All
RST numbers sent they must be truly representative.

- Immediately working the same station with FM, SSi&l
CW on same band is now allowed (each mode must theei
prescribed segment of the WIA band plan).

- No contacts allowed through the Internet (ind-PFor
ECHOLINK) or through repeaters. Direct contactiybn

- No digital modes allowed — only SSB, FM; and CW.

- Separate HF and VHF logs still required. Sepalads are
no longer required for each mode. A separate seualber
sequence must be used in each log (i.e. bothattanl).

- Stations may be reworked after 2 hours on botl&HNHF.

The full rules for the 2006 RD Contest appear ;WA website
contest section and the July issue of AR magazine.

Submitting Computer Logs is encouraged. WIA hasw secure
contest web site that has been set up to avoigdasts problems
with lost logs.

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ACMA CLARIFIES CROSSBAND REPEATER
USE BY FOUNDATION LICENCEES

Amateur Radio Victoria last week sought to clasfgommon
misconception held by some of our Foundation Lieessn
the use of cross-band repeaters and IRLP systems.

The query regards the use of a repeater systennttiaties
output/s on bands not permitted by that licence. A
clarification was obtained from the ACMA.

It states that if a radio amateur transmits the 8F@ne that
gives them access to a band for which they ardicestsed
then they (transmitting person) commit the breddher
licence conditions.

The ACMA also rules that 'amateurs may only gaiceas to
repeaters that have input and output frequencigsnbands
authorised under the amateur’s own licence.'

That is the latest from the ACMA. Earlier this year the
ACMA had considered that maybe the repeater license
was responsible, and some radio amateurs had reliegbon
that now discontinued position.

While the latest advice from the ACMA is clearalso plans
to clarify the situation in the next revision oEtAmateur
Licence Condition Determinations due for releadereethe
end of 2006.

As always, we should be careful in helping our new
Foundation Licensees who are finding their wayhia hobby.

NN Editors Note: Cross band repeaters with outputside the
foundation bands generally require a tone to actieen.

CTCSS tones (other than 123 or 91.5 Hz) are gdyerséd to
activate cross-linked repeaters (such as 88.5 glzned for the
VK3RHF 10m/6m/70cm/23cm cross-band repeater). &ation
operators finding they need to use a CTCSS torer dftan 123 or
91.5 Hz will usually be activating a cross linkgdtem. Since a
DTMF keypad code is required to open a connectian tremote
IRLP or Echolink node, operators should check towhkere they will
be transmitting — check the node details on theatisittp://irlp.net
before activating a node.

Remember also that Repeater and Node owners atieeid cut off
anyone misusing their systems.

A LEAD FREE WORLD?

Last month saw the start of RoHS regulations adtesg&European
Union which bans the use of several materials conyngsed in the
production of electronic equipment. The most intgoi of these
materials is lead (Pd), a major element of Tin-Lealdler. Similar
regulations will affect other countries such as Usw Japan,
although no immediate plans have been made in &liestr

Many alternative solders have been proposed, eé#htthveir pros
and cons. One common lead-free solder alloy isuSt#Cu0.7 (or in
layman’s terms 95.5% Tin / 3.8% Silver / 0.7% Cappéth a melt
point of around 220C.

The move to lead free solder has prompted mashiaeges in the
industry. New fluxes and cleaners had to be dgezloComponents
leads had to change to plated or lead free tineadsl (some
components are now only available in lead free Jor@ircuit boards
needed different surface treatments (such as GeldNickel
plating) to promote solder wetting and long terimatslity. Plastic
components, solder resists, and conformal coatifigeeed to handle
higher temperatures.

Is lead-free solder necessary?

Introduction of RoHS has good intent and aims it ¢he rapid
increase in pollutants produced in manufacturiBectronic waste
is rising by 5% per year, and production of one&g.B8otebook PC
produces 10 tonnes of indirect waste!

However some industry analysts have commentedhkeathift to
higher temperatures, with more aggressive fluxescaaners, will
actually result in the production of more pollutiand more green
house gases than traditional manufacturing methtidseems that
the well intentioned ROHS body may have shot itsethe foot in
this area! For instance manufacturing a lead{ireeluct needs 5
times more energy, produces 7 times as much Cdlmide, and a
huge increase in Sulphur Dioxide.

They also claim that less than 0.5% of lead is uselder and
electronic components, having negligible effectead pollution
levels in the environment — far less that your agercar battery for
instance (which hasn’'t been banned yet!).

An early concern about poor reliability of leadefrsolder has given
the Aviation, Space, Military, and Medical Implantiustries an
exemption for the time being. Some other spetiafiplications
(like computer servers and monitoring/ control @guent) are also
exempt. However even these are not totally imnftore RoHS -
many manufacturers are removing components contalead from
their product range in preference for lead-fregetas and these
may not meet reliability requirements when usedhwead solder.

Other restricted materials:

The other RoHS banned materials include Mercuryp@ium and
Cadmium - all of which are used in switches, engleplating,
NiCad batteries, plastics and paints, and will ¢p@out their own
manufacturing changes in electronic products.

What about Australia?

Australia is yet to make up its mind about RoHS WHEE. In the
mean time we are likely to be a dumping groundséamond rate
products that can’t meet the European regulations.

Local industry may be affected by diminishing a&hility of lead
solder compatible components although most largal lo
manufacturers have already moved to RoHS comptieottucts so
that they can market overseas.

Lead-free implications for the electronics hobbyist

As new products trickle onto the hobbyists workdiewe will need
to make a few changes.

First we will have to get used to the different e@a@nce of lead-free
soldered joints. No longer do they have that sttay finish with
beautifully formed fillets — instead expect to ggainy blobs of pasty
solder that look very much like dry joints but nagtually be very
good joints! (It may be time to buy a microscopén&pect joints for
cracks).
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The bead of lead-free solder appears frosty antedot

Secondly, you'll have to learn to identify leaddrboards before
repairing them — using the wrong type of soldet rétluce the long
term reliability of any repaired joints. And it lbe essential to
clean all the old solder from a joint before resoldg. Some boards
are identified by a special mark identifying thpeyof solder.

SONY uses this Lead Free Symbol (LFS) to mark
PCB’s manufactured with lead free solder.

Lead-free identification symbols
proposed by JEDEC and IPC:

Thirdly, you'll probably need a new soldering iroAn 80 watt
temperature controlled iron is recommended — noabse it can get
hotter but because it can maintain tip temperatuwee accurately
during the soldering operation. Turning up thegerature on a low
powered iron is a no-no. Most people will neetutm the
temperature DOWN to around 310 C on their new i(@a® C is
way too hot!).

Finally, soldering technique may change — lead $@der doesn’t
flow as easily as the old solders. The picturdevbshow how
conventional solder paste spreads along a copgek when heated
in an oven, whereas the lead-free solder pasts stagre it's put.
Special fluxes can help here but more effort mayelgiired to tin
PCB tracks and wires.

The ACMA has broadened its licensing regime totidela
number of new wideband technologies includang-collision
vehicle radar under the LIPD class licence.

Ultra wideband short-range vehicle radar (UWB SRR

technology that enables the detection, locationteazking of the
movements of persons and objects at distances 3( rietres from
the vehicle. It is capable of precise detectiat ttan enable features
such as near collision avoidance (including blipdtgletection and
parking assistance), improved airbag activation aurgpension
systems that respond better to road conditions.

UWB SRR systems are short range devices activahesh wehicles
are in operation. Although they use bandwidthsaup GHz in

width in the microwave spectrum (typically arourel@Hz) they
operate at very low power levels and operationalatteristics are
such that they present little interference riskach other, or to other
users of the spectrum.

A vehicle containing UWB SRR could be used neanlywéhere
across Australia, except where exclusion zones haga established
to alleviate concerns of potential interferencsensitive radio
astronomy service stations operating in the sagguéncy band.

[ Although exclusion zones of 3km around Parks Hdkin around
Narrabri radio telescopes are listed, it is notaldow vehicle
owners will be prompted to turn off UWB SRR equigrretheir
vehicles, if indeed if they even know they have!tiie. ]

‘ACMA is keen to facilitate the introduction of nechnology,
particularly in areas where there is a real comtyurenefit, while
respecting the rights of existing radio communimagiusers,’ said
Chris Chapman, ACMA Chairman.

UWB SRR is considered a significant vehicle safétiyand has been
in operation in the United States, Europe and thigeld Kingdom
since 2005. Currently limited to luxury car modéig to its high
cost, with increased demand and economies of stadegxpected to
become a future option on many more motor vehicles.

LIPD Backgrounder:

A class licence is a type of transmitter licencavjating for services
where a limited set of common frequencies are eysploand
equipment is operated under a common set of conditi A class
licence sets is not issued to an individual used, @oes not involve
the payment of licence fees. The licences are isbyeACMA.

The LIPD Class Licence sets out the conditions umdech many
types of short range devices may operate. Thessrtiéters do not
require individual licences because of their loteiference
characteristics (examples include garage door apene
radiofrequency identification transmitters and pagg alarms).

Anti-collision vehicle radar systems are short eadgvices activated
when vehicles are in operation. Because they al#lenand not
permanent to any particular location, licensingiagements need to
be flexible. Class licensing is the preferredngieg approach.
Class licensing is on a no interference/no pratadsiasis with
limitations to provide appropriate regulatory paten to frequency
coordinated receivers such as radio astronomyrti station
receivers that may be licensed in the future insgm@e band.

LIGHTHOUSE WEEKEND

The International Lighthouse and
Lightship Weekend (ILLW) event runs
from 10:01am Saturday T9ugust to
9:01am on the following Monday
morning (AEST — our local time).

This is NOT a contest — rather a friendly

weekend where amateurs are encourage

to set up stations in or near lighthouses

and lightships. Contacts from light to
light, and between lights and regular amateuriatare
encouraged.

The ILLW started as the Scottish Northern Lightresiaward
weekend. Over the past 7 years it has grown wiéhn 880
lighthouses in 51 countries participating. Thengve always held
on the 3rd full weekend in August, and now coinsidéth
International Lighthouse Day — when the Internagiofssociation of
Lighthouse Keepers hold their public open day.

The objective of the event is to promote public eemass of
lighthouses and lightships and their need for prxegmn and
restoration. Radio communications was an imponpant of light
house duties, often being the only means of comeoations in

remote locations, and an important service to shigea. This event
aims to promote amateur radio and to foster Intesnal goodwiill.

Since this is not a contest, there are no striesreegarding modes,
bands, and times of operation — use what workssategjal!
Operators should enjoy themselves and have furstumiaking
contact with as many stations as possible. Plgdsetime to work
the weaker QRP stations and slower stations.

Activity does not need to take place inside thatligself as many
lighthouses are filled to capacity. Portable @ldFiday stations set
up next to the light provided they are AT or ADJACEto the light
(adjacent means next to or as close as possilfeifield next door
— not the 'line of sight' or ‘within 1000m' rules bther ILLW
events). Permission MUST be obtained from anyasteed parties.

ARLHS numbers may be used to identify the light woe working
from. Operation from faux or false lighthousesliscouraged as they
are not within the spirit of the event.

In the spirit of the event, operators should havesile presence at
or near lighthouses to maximise exposure of oubiolConsider
inviting the local press and public.
